2010-2011 
A meeting was held to discuss the continuous improvement plan with the school leadership team, parents and community members.  Standardized test data from 09-10 was discussed, as 
well as 2010 Fall DIBELS scores.  Areas of improvement were identified, and the overall instructional program was analyzed.  This created an overall focus to the plan.  To ensure 
implementation of the plan, monthly data meetings will be held to discuss DIBELS and other indicators of reading proficiency for individual students, as well as scores on math 
assessments.  During these monthly meetings, plans will be made to improve students’ academic performance, including targeted intervention, changes to instruction, and changes to 
curriculum.  Pacing guides and common assessments in math have been developed in grade-level meetings, which identify when and what to teach students.  Priorities based on SAT scores 
and Alabama Course of Study objectives were identified.  This plan will be presented to parents at PTO meetings, through parent involvement notices, and via the school’s website.  Parents 
can also ask for a paper copy in the school office. 
 
2011-2012 
For school year 2011-2012, data analysis was performed on Stanford and ARMT tests for both third and fourth grade students.  Teachers met at the beginning of the school year to analyze 
data, as well as meeting during data meetings monthly.  Because the school did not make AYP for special education math students, it was agreed upon that math would be a primary focus 
for improvement this year.  Teachers decided that standardized test data was insufficient for addressing students' weaknesses in math, so all teachers gave an assessment that determined 
what stage students were in for additive reasoning/multiplicative reasoning.  After looking at this math assessment, teachers determined the assessment was too vague for communicating 
with parents, and another assessment was developed for each grade level.  Item analysis was conducted for this assessment so that it could be communicated to parents during Statewide 
Parenting Day.  In reading, DIBELS scores were analyzed and correlated to item analysis of weekly unit tests to determine students' needs.  The CIP leadership team met to determine goals 
and steps to accomplish those goals.  During State-Wide Parenting Day, the CIP will be presented to parents throughout the day via Powerpoint Presentation.  The CIP will be posted on the 
school's website, and paper copies will be available for parents.

ARMT Reading for 3rd grade held steady at 89% of students achieving level 3 or 4, with a proficiency rate of 94.4%.   Minority subgroups were too small to be reported.   White students' 
proficiency rate was 94.06%.  Free and reduced lunch students achieved 94.11% proficiency in reading.  No students in 3rd grade were Limited English proficient.  ARMT Math showed 
79.89% of students achieving level 3 or 4.  79.11% of free and reduced lunch student achieved proficiency in math. 
 
ARMT Reading for 4th grade showed 95.5% proficiency, with minority subgroups, such as fourth Grade African-American and Hispanic students scoring 100% proficiency.  White students’ 
proficiency rate was 94.3%, with 189 students either being proficient or partially proficient.

For 2011 ARMT, 3rd grade students showed significant weakness in math, with 20% not scoring at level three or 4.  Fourth grade students dropped 21 points on the 2011 ARMT Math, with 
only 79% of students scoring Level 3 or 4.   
 
 
Third grade scores in ARMT math dropped significantly from 88% achieving level 3 or 4 in 08-09 to only 80% achieving level 3 or 4 in 10-11.  Of the 190 students who were tested, 152 were 
proficient, 25 were partially proficient, and 13 not proficient.   Third grade special education students did not score 
 at the proficient level, scoring a 41.67% proficiency.  Hispanic and other minority students scores were not reported for 2010-2011.  Third grade ARMT Reading scores showed 5% of total 
students not proficient, with special education students achieving only 70.84% proficiency.

STAR Reading scores for the 2009-2010 school year indicated 3rd graders grew in STAR Reading by .80 and in STAR Math  
by .81.  4th grade students grew in STAR Reading by .82 and in STAR Math by .82.  Weekly/theme assessments of the reading program indicate comprehension is a strength for most 
students.  AMSTI professional development has increased the number of kinesthetic materials used in math instruction.   
 
2010-2011 Star Math scores indicated a 1.23 average year's growth for students.  Star Reading scores indicated a 1.9 average year's growth for students.

A math intervention block was added to the schedule to allow consistent math intervention time for each teacher.  14/20 teachers have been trained in O-GAP (Ongoing Assessment Project), 
which has been introduced to the remaining teachers.

STAR Reading scores for the 2009-2010 school year indicated less than 1 year’s growth for both grade levels. 
 
Student writing has consistently been identified as a weakness through the weekly/theme assessments of the reading program (Harcourt Storytown).  Weekly/theme reading assessments 
show patterns in data that correlate to learning styles of students, which indicates that materials need to be  
developed to fit those learning styles and needs.  Although the use of kinesthetic materials has increased in math instruction, other learning styles have not been adequately addressed in 
both math and other subjects.  EducateAlabama data confirms this weakness in instructional strategies.

Star Reading and Math showed significant numbers of students below grade level in the Fall 2011 administration.  O-GAP assessments showed a majority of 3rd grade students in the early 
additive stages, which shows a significant delay from where they should be in math skills and reasoning. 
 
Tardies remain high in the 2010-2011 school year, many of which are related to student illness.  Student check-in and check-outs were too numerous, with 2,049 tardies (check-in/out) in the 
2010-2011 school year, causing significant time missed from class.

Accurate census data is impossible to find, because the school’s population pulls from Hayden, Warrior and other addresses.  The West Blount area is a fairly large geographic area that has 
experienced significant growth over the past twenty years, especially the last ten years.  This has resulted in an increase in the number of people who are more highly educated moving into 
the area. 
 
Over 1169 parent visits were made to Hayden Elementary School during the 2009-2010 school year, which averages approximately 2.8 visits per child.  According to the 2009-2010 Parent 
Survey for Hayden Elementary School, parents rated interactions with school staff positively, with 92% reporting that it was easy to contact and talk with my child’s teacher, and 96% 
reporting that it was easy to contact and talk with the child’s principal.  92% of parents reported receiving progress reports from their child’s teacher.  88% reported knowing about 
opportunities to volunteer their services for the school.  96% reported that “Meet the Teacher Night” or Open House is an effective way to distribute information to parents, as well as feeling 
that parent/teacher conferences are an effective way to distribute information to parents.  Parents rated the Emergency Calling System highly, with 96% saying it was an effective method of 
providing information to parents.  96% of parents said that they understood their child’s report cards and test scores.   
 
in 2010-2011 school year, the Parent survey (total participants 141 = 34%)indicated that parents felt very positively toward the school, with 98.5% of survey participants responding that they 
felt it was easy to talk to their child's teacher, and 98.5% responding that they felt it was easy to contact and talk with the school principal.  98.5% received progress reports from their child's 
teacher.  96% of parents felt there were opportunities for them to volunteer at the school.  Meet the Teacher (98.5%) and Parent-Teacher Conferences (99%) rated highest among parents for 
effective communication, followed by the school's emergency calling system (96%) and school newsletters (96%) following closely behind.  98.5% of parents reported having received a 
school-parent compact to sign for their child. 

2010-2011 
According to the 2009 Census almost 30% of Blount County residents do not have a high school education. According to the 2009 Census 70.4% of Blount County residents were high 
school graduates.  9.6% of residents had a bachelor’s degree. 
 
According to the 2009-2010 Parent Survey for Hayden Elementary School, parents rated newsletters (88%); the school system’s website (85%); newspaper announcements (69%); and radio 
announcements (73%) as less effective forms of communication than other methods.  Parents were less informed about the school system’s and school’s continuous improvement plan 
(58%); the district’s drug-testing program (69%);  the parent involvement specialist (58%); and Title I (58%).  These issues were discussed in a mandatory parent meeting at the beginning of 
the 2010-2011 school year, so next year’s survey data should reflect a higher level of parent knowledge.

Because there are rarely ELL students in the school, there is little opportunity to refine skills and practice strategies.

2010-2011 
The school is in the second year of AMSTI training for Math, with 2nd year training in science on hold until funds allow.  Because the school has partnered with the Athens State In-service 
Center through AMSTI, ASAP (AMSTI Support and Implementation Plan) was in place during both the 2009-2010 and 2010-2011 school years, providing teachers one-on-one assistance with 
math instruction.   
 
2011-2012 
In 2011-2012 year 2 of AMSTI Science will complete the training of the majority of faculty members.  20/25 (80%) homeroom teachers attended supplemental training in July 2011 for 
improving math instruction (O-GAP).  This training equipped teachers with a variety of strategies for assessment and instruction.  Teachers provided turn-around training to those who did not 
attend in September 2011.  Assessments were given that were developed by O-GAP, but teachers determined that these assessments were not detailed enough to provide clear information

Hayden Elementary School participates in the Blount County School System’s formal teacher-mentoring program coordinated by the Blount County Elementary Curriculum Coordinator and 
supervised by the school principal. The overarching goal for our program is to improve teaching practice. The program is designed to provide ongoing support for new or struggling teachers. In 
addition, each newly hired teacher is assigned a mentor teacher who is matched by subject, grade, and/or classroom proximity.  The program also includes training for the mentors. This 
mentoring process and ongoing training continues for the first three years of employment within the Blount County School System, with reduced support provided as the teacher gains more 
experience within the system. 

The newly hired teachers participate in a four-day 
academy, referred to as TIP (Teacher Induction Program) coordinated by the Elementary and Secondary Curriculum Coordinators and conducted by various county-wide employees.  This 
academy equips new hires with a variety of information and focuses research-based best teaching practices.

The Blount County Board of Education actively seeks out highly qualified candidates, and Hayden Elementary School receives many applications for 
teaching positions each year, regardless of the number of positions available. 
 

Teachers meet on a monthly basis to collaborate on reading assessments (DIBELS, Harcourt weekly and theme assessments) and math assessments.  These meetings help guide 
instruction and intervention as teachers plan and assist each other in tailoring instruction to address student weaknesses.  Teachers developed math assessments at the beginning of the 
year to identify students' strengths and weaknesses so they could communicate this to parents effectively.  A checklist was designed, based on the Alabama State Course of Study for 
mathematics, which will report student growth in content standards four times per year.  

Special education students are carefully placed in environments that meet their needs and scheduling appropriate interventions and time for these interventions is a priority.  The special 
education teacher and paraprofessionals are provided additional training to assist students.
